REPORTS OF OFFICERS

President: Dennis Contois listed three homes in foreclosure, 1520 E St Charles,
1700 E Hartford and 1572 E Pacific. VSC is to monitor the progress and keep
the Board informed.

It is time to begin forming a nominating committee for 2010. It will be under new
business along with the 2010 budget, at the next Board meeting in November.

As of now there is one owner who has ignored letters regarding deed restriction
violations. The manager was instructed to have attorney Tankel’s office contact
the homeowner regarding the matter.

VSC has discussed plans to gather all associations together to support a
referendum to Citrus County to compose and implement a plan of action for
foreclosed homes. It would make it mandatory for the foreclosing mortgage
holder to post a bond for the maintenance of abandoned property. The board of
Cambridge Greens wants VSC to move forward on this.

It was noted that the light at St Charles and Chance has been repaired.

The yard at 1700 Hartford has been mowed. The expense is paid by the
association as it was an eyesore. Mr. Contois made a MOTION to use funds
from reserves (up to $150) to mow 1520 E St Charles, seconded by Ray Collins,
all in favor.

Vice President: no report
Treasurer: Mr. Collins summarized the standing of CD’s and the interest we are

earning. He will be making a transfer into the operating account for bill payment.
In total the association’s finances are in excellent shape.
