The
same format as last year will be used and Mr. Contois will meet with the manager
to discuss content sometime next week.

Unrestricted reserves were discussed. This is a long-term topic. The year end
report contains a foot note regarding the allocation of Reserve Funds.

Vice President:

Three incumbents will be running, John
Parliman, Ray Collins and Frank Yetner. Mr. Mondello commented on the
apparent apathy of the community when it comes to participation.
